· Assisted nearly 6,300 people in our community – more than 1,900 families – with shelter, food, new clothing and other basic necessities following 817 fires and other local disasters.

· Helped 26,500 people be better prepared for disasters and other emergencies through informative presentations.

· Provided lifesaving training – primarily first aid, CPR, AED and Water Safety – to nearly 50,000 people in schools, the workplace and the community. 

· Helped 3,600 military families send emergency messages, get financial assistance, find counseling and get referrals for services.  

Volunteers 

· Your Metro Atlanta Red Cross is a volunteer-led organization. We have approximately 1,050 registered volunteers who support the work of 80 full-and part-time employees. (60 Full-time/20 Part-time)
· Approximately 480 volunteers are members of Red Cross Disaster Action Teams (DATs). DATs are on call, 24 hours a day, everyday, to respond to fires and other disasters in 15-county metro Atlanta.

· About 1/3 of our funding comes from the United Way, our single, largest donor.
